Before it end-

ed, more Sandwich men served and died in this 
conflict than any other town on the Cape. This 

talk will show the impact the war had on this 

small town.

“Petticoats at Sea”

Storyteller Joan Gatturna brings to life the story 

of Johanna Sears and her family which is based on 

the true life adventures of several New England 

families whose daughters and sons proved their 
courage and skill when faced with perils at sea!
